This is the first survey of the SERCs that EPA has conducted.
However, in 1994, 1999, and 2008, EPA conducted surveys of
the Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPCs). The survey
summarized in this report was distributed to SERCs in each
state, territory, and the District of Columbia. Along with the
survey questions on how each provision of EPCRA is currently
being implemented, EPA requested the SERCs to provide
certain information about their LEPCs, including whether they
are active or inactive and whether they have an updated
emergency plan. In addition, the survey requested states to
provide their priorities and reasons for not meeting their
priorities, as well as challenges, best practices, and successes.
Furthermore, the survey included questions related to the
Toxics Release Inventory (TRI) program and usage of software
and other EPA resources available for planners and responders.
